C O N T R A C T

1a. The presenter hereby engages the artist for a concert on (date:) _____________ at (time:)

1b. The presenter ensures that the artist will have adequate rehearsal time in the hall, on consultation with the artist. The dress rehearsal will take place on the day of the concert at 

(time:) ________  with a possible preliminary rehearsal the day before at (time:) __________.

1c. The artist is responsible for the choice of program, which she will draw up after receipt of the organ disposition. The presenter, who is familiar with the artist's style, agrees to send her the organ disposition at the time contract is signed.

2a. The presenter shall pay the artist a fee of _____________ plus appropriate accomodations. Payment, by check made out to "Irmtraud Krüger", is due at the conclusion of the concert.

3. The artist is responsible for tax payments on her fee.

4a. Should the concert be cancelled through the fault of the presenter or because of a reason within his control, he shall pay the artist the full fee as stipulated in §2a.

4b. Should the concert be cancelled through the fault of the artist, she shall be liable for the fee mentioned in §2a, unless she or the presenter are able to provide an adequate replacement.

4c. If the artist is prevented by illness from giving the concert, she is immediately to communicate this fact to the presenter and, if requested, offer proof via a medical attestation. In this case the artist shall not be required to perform.

4d. Should the concert be cancelled by accident or any legitimate or unavoidable cause it is understood there shall be no claim for damages by either party to this agreement.

5. The presenter will prevent the recording by any device whatsoever for any purpose, or the broadcasting, by radio, television, or any other device, of the artist's performance, or any part thereof, unless the artist gives prior consent.

6. The presenter is responsible for adequate publicity to ensure maximum attendance. The artist is to be consulted as to the content of publicity fliers, announcements, press releases, invitations, and the like.

7a. The artist shall furnish the presenter with complete program information (including composers' names and dates, if known, with complete titles of the works and their movements) sufficiently in advance of the concert date, subject to change, for the purpose of publishing in programs, publicity announcements, and the like. The individual works on the program, however, are not contractually binding.

7b. As a courtesy, the artist agrees to furnish the presenter with a certain amount of publicity materials (circulars and/or photographs, as available) necessary in the artist's opinion for the successful local advertising of the concert above stated, providing the presenter pays the necessary express charges on this material, and within reasonable time indicates the desire to have this material.

8a. The presenter is responsible for the payment of any fees, in particular those due to artists' rights associations (ASCAP or BMI in the U. S., GEMA in Germany) for works protected by copyright, or any rental fees agreed on by the presenter and the artist in advance.

8b. After the concert the artist shall give the presenter a complete list of all the works performed which are protected by copyright.

9. In case of dispute, the court of Nashville, Tennessee has jurisdiction.

10. Oral agreements are invalid. Any changes to this contract must be made in writing and provided with the initials of both parties.

11. Both parties obligate themselves to keep the terms of this contract to themselves and in particular not divulge them to any third party.

12. This contract is drawn up in two copies, one for the presenter, one for the artist.
